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East Worlington House Fact File

Earliest Record

The first reference to a priest in East Worlington is in
1261 with the installation of Robert de Hendeville.
Despite the first reference to East Worlington House is
in a Church of England inventory (Glebe Terrier) in
1679. Itwas described as a house with mud walls with
part stone to the front. On the site of the house there
was also a dairy, malt house, a barn, a shippen (cow
barn) and a stable. The presence of a malt house
indicates that beer was being brewed, however it is not
known if this was solely for the household or if the
rector of East Worlington had a handy side-line in
selling beer to boost his income.

Demolition of Cottage

In 1895 a petition was made under the Ecclesiastical
Dilapidation Act of 1871 to demolish a coachman’s
cottage, washhouse, and linhay (farm building) which
were described as being in very poor condition. The
purpose of the act was to ensure rectors took care of
church property, but permitted buildings to be
demolished when the cost of repair exceeded the value
of the property. This petition required the consent of
both the Bishop of Exeter and the Right Honourable
Newton Fellows, Earl of Portsmouth who was the
patron for East Worlington Church and Parsonage.
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Shooting Lodge

For over a hundred years the Castle was used as a shooting
lodge and the only permanent household members were at
first, stonemasons who were no doubt working on the
renovations and latterly caretakers or gamekeepers and their
families.

Family Home Once More

In 1970 the current occupants, Sir Hugh and Lady Angela
Stucley, moved into the Castle as their permanent home. Sir
Hugh and Lady Angela have undertaken a number of
renovations and improvements, including the removal of the
stables, to enlarge the accommodation and make it a family
home.
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A Timeline of Affeton Castle

Orrigins of Affeton

The site of Affeton Castle was likely settled in Saxon times.
The suffix “ton” comes from Old English and refers to an
enclosure, farm, homestead, or settlement. So Affeton is
almost certainly named after a homestead probably
belonging to someone with the Anglo-Saxon name of Affa.

End of 12thC

Affeton Village and Church

In the latter half of the 13th Century a church and village
appear at Affeton. The village was immediately south of the
current castle, and the church was somewhere near Affeton
Castle crossroads. Unfortunately, nothing remains of either
above ground today, but clear signs of the outline of buildings
and trackways can still be seen in the field immediately south
of the castle.

First Record of Occupation

Although there would have been a farmhouse or residential
building on the site, possibly for centuries, the first occupant
to be recorded in history was Robert who styled himself “de
Affeton” at the end of the 12th Century.

Bubonic Plague

The bubonic plague hits Devon for first time in 1349. The
village of Affeton appears to have been abandoned at around
the same time and is probably connected to the devastation
caused by the plague. Although the village disappears the
church remained and Affeton as a parish continued for nearly
another hundred years.
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Farm Fire

At Lower Blagrove Farm, East Worlington, some two miles from Witheridge, a
fire broke out on Tuesday morning about half past ten, and did a considerable
amount of damage.

The farmis owned by Mr. E. Balman, of Carey Fitzpaine, near Taunton; and the
tenant is Mr. George Luxton, married, and with one son and two daughters, all
grown up, at home with them.

It is supposed that the fire originated from a defective flue, whence it spread to
the thatched roof. The farmis in a lonely situation in a sparsely populated
district nevertheless neighbours soon came to help, and did their best to fight
the fire and save the furniture. Most of the contents of the house were got out
in safety.

A telegram asking for the Southmolton fire-engine and brigade elicited the
information that owing to the scarcity of horses and men the engine could not
be sent.

About one o'clock a wire was sent to Tiverton, in response to which Head
Constable Mercer with P.C. Perry, started for the scene in a motor-car, taking
with them some hose and other fire-fighting appliances.

By the time they got there the house was almost destroyed. There was,
however, a good supply of water, which had to be fetched from three sources
at adistance, and by cutting away thatch and pouring water on the flames Mr.
Mercer and his helpers saved the farm-buildings, which at one time appeared
doomed, as they adjoin the house and are covered with thatch.

Mr. Mercer stayed there several hours, and got back to Tiverton about seven
o'clock. The premises, we understand, are insured.
